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One Pager: Response to Intervention (RTI) 

What is RTI?
According to the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), states “must permit the use of a process based on the child’s response to scientific, research-based intervention”. Schools commonly refer to this as Response to Intervention, or RTI. RTI is a problem solving approach schools often use to identify and support students with learning and behavior needs. Both the special education and the RTI processes begin with a review of existing information. However, the use of RTI strategies cannot be used to deny or delay an evaluation for special education.
Although there is no single RTI model, schools typically use a two- to five-tiered model in the primary grades and data to identify students at risk. The goal is to intervene early with students having difficulty learning to improve their achievement. Each tier provides increasingly individualized instruction, continuous monitoring of progress, and criteria for changing intervention and/or tier through a team decision-making process. Depending on a student’s responsiveness, this data may be used in the process of identifying a learning disability.
Child Study is Our Way of Doing RTI
DC Wildflower uses a Montessori RTI program called Child Study, developed by the National Center for Montessori in the Public Sector (NCMPS). All students entering the school are considered Tier Zero/Tier 1. Teachers will respond to student needs by providing interventions as part of Tier 1 instruction. If additional student support is needed, the students will be referred to Tier 2 status of RTI. This is the second part of our identification system; a student entering Tier 2 will have a Child Study Team (CST). The CST will always include the family and may include additional administrators, teachers, and support staff members if necessary. This team meets in order to identify the student’s strengths and needs and provide an action plan for intensified intervention and support and further monitoring. In the event that data still does not indicate success in a specified time period, students will progress to Tier 3 of Child Study. At this tier additional out of classroom resources may be deemed necessary, which may include further testing for exceptionalities.
